The progress of works in the Watee$durce Sector has been satisfactory and the
benefits of various projects have started accruing to the farmers in the project area/region.
The Chief Engineer and other officials of the Water Resource Department were advised to
further speed up the activs in the approved projects and ensure that quality of works is
maintained in all the project€Command development activéis are behind the expectations.

More than 80% of the worksf a big ticketKutni Dam Project has been completed
(Plae 1) Out of 7 gates 2 have already been erected and it was informed that remaining 5
gates would be erected before™3@ctober, 2011.There is scope for developing the
downstream area of the dam site as an eco tourism sghtial® of WR departmentvere
advisedfor development of theownstreanmareataking up plantation of flowering trees and
shrubs.

3. Environment and Forests

The team visited the works being implemented by the Forest department through National
Afforestation Programme at BaruandPaira Purwahvillages (Tikamgarh) and four works at
Bareti RF (Plate 3); Kachisera village (Tikamgarh); Chitrai forest area (Chhatarpur) and
Anjaria= North forest division (Panna) being implemented through ACA component.
Convergace of activities through NAP scheme in Bundelkhand package was evident and a
step in the right direction. The soil and moisture conservation works taken up at the sites
visited were impressive and the staggered contour trenches-4Rlateose Boulder
structures, gully plugs in the upstream of fhreject areahas contributed for the recharging

of ground water in thdugwells by 1.5 t&5.0 m in adjoining agricultural fields, as confirmed



by the farmersThe talabs and percolation tanks constructed/ r@eovin the forest area
were fully filled up and at some places overflow of surplus water was also reported. It was
also informed that the works are being taken up with full involvement of the Joint Forest
Management (JFM) committees constituted in tluggat area.

There were few complaints that due to inferior quality / technically weak works by the forest
department especially at Panna district and Kachisera village of Tikamgarh district, the
embankments of talabs were washed away. For verifyinfathg the team visited the forest
area in Kachisera village (BaldevgBlock) and inspected the water bodidés.order to
safeguard the earthen check dams, stone pitching on the upstream side of bunds, provision of
masonry spillwaysfor escapeof surpluswater and plantation of grasses and shrubs on the
bunds were suggestetihe Forest Department admitted that out of 348 earthen structures in

Panna district six were partially damaged due to early and heavy rains this year. It is within

the norméalimits. Thecomplainantsvere also asked to give in writing the exact location of
